Editorial Guidelines for

Submitting Love Letters to

These editorial guidelines were designed to help you understand
what we will and will not accept for inclusion in our Love Letter
Lane Library. Please read these guidelines in full before submitting
your love letters. In addition to these guidelines, we reserve the
right to reject your love letter -- even for reasons not explicitly
listed below, if we feel that your love letter is not appropriate for
our site or for our viewers.

1. CONTENT QUALIFICATIONS

To Be Qualified For Our Site, Your Love Letter:

a.

MUST be an original love letter that you wrote. We will
not accept love letters written by others or generated by a
program.

MUST NOT be a love letter that you found in the public
domain.

MUST NOT contain affiliate program links.

MUST be a love letter. We will not accept letters of any
type. This is a site for love letters and love letters only.

. MUST NOT be a press release, advertisement, sales

letter, promotional copy, or blatant and excessive self-
promotion or hype.

MUST use proper English, spelling, grammar,
punctuation, capitalization and sentence structure. It
does not need to be a perfect specimen, but it must be
readable.



g. MUST NOT contain pornography/adult material, hate or
violence-oriented, suggest racial intolerance, advocate
against any individual or group, have insulting, obscene,
degrading tone, or contain profanity of any kind.

h. MUST NOT contain any content that is a violation of any
law, be considered defamatory, libelous, or infringes on
the legal rights of others.

i. MUST NOT be a submission of the exact same love letter
as one that you already submitted; no submission of the
same love letter multiple times with only a few words
changed in the body is allowed -- we reject these and ban
authors who engage in this practice.

2. FORMAT QUIALIFICATIONS
a. TITLE: Provide a short title for your letter.

b. KEYWORDS: Enter a few words that best describe the
content of your letter, for example, "apology," "birthday,"
“miss you,” etc.

c. BODY: Include a minimum of 250 words and a maximum
of 5000 words. A good length is between 500 and 750.
No formatting is allowed. Just ensure that you create the
proper breaks for paragraphs.

d. AUTHOR BIO: Type a few words about yourself here
(optional). This information will appear at the end of your

letter. You can also provide a link to your own website or
BLOG.

e. NAME AND EMALIL: Before Submitting your love letter,
you must enter your full first and last name as well as
your email address. Your email address will be used to
contact you, if needed.
